​on a synthetic turf surface equipped with an underlay.​

​●​ ​It will be held according to the regulations and sanctioned by the Agility Association of Canada (AAC).​
​●​ ​All obstacles will conform to AAC specifications.​
​●​ ​The Contact obstacle and Galican Soft Line and tunnels are Galican Fullgrip.​
​●​ ​An electronic timer will be used for all the events.​

​ELIGIBILITY​
​●​ ​This​​test​​is​ ​open​​to​​all​ ​dogs,​​purebred​​and​​non​​purebred​​that​​are​​at​​least​​18​​months​​of​​age​​that​​have​

​an AAC ID number.​
​●​ ​Junior handlers must also have an AAC ID number and run a dog that has an AAC ID number.​
​●​ ​Females​​in​​heat​​are​​admitted.​​The​​secretary​​must​​be​​informed​​as​​soon​​as​​possible.​ ​Participants​​will​

​be​ ​notified.​ ​Bitches​ ​in​ ​heat​ ​will​ ​be​ ​identified​ ​on​ ​the​ ​running​​order​​at​​the​​entrance​​to​​the​​ring​​by​​the​
​letters​ ​BIS​ ​and​ ​will​ ​run​ ​grouped​ ​together​ ​at​​the​​end​​of​​their​ ​classes.​ ​Their​ ​crating​​will​ ​be​​in​​another​
​room of the building.​

​time of the registration of the first day of the test.​

​●​ ​Any refund issued will be minus a 10% administrative​​fee​​.​

​PROCEDURE​
​●​ ​A confirmation email will be sent on the Wednesday after the closing date.​
​●​ ​The running orders will be available on the Next Pup App.​
​●​ ​An email with general instructions will be sent the Wednesday before the event.​
​●​ ​The​​course​​maps​​will​ ​be​​sent​​by​​email​ ​two​​hours​​before​​the​​test​​starts,​ ​they​​will​ ​also​​be​​available​​on​

​the Next Pup app and they will be posted on site.​
​●​ ​Dogs​ ​who​ ​have​ ​earned​ ​an​ ​AAC​ ​title​ ​may​ ​advance​ ​to​ ​a​ ​higher​ ​level​ ​provided​ ​that​ ​the​ ​secretary​ ​is​

​notified​​in​​writing​​as​​soon​​as​​the​​results​​are​​published​​or​​before​​the​​end​​of​​the​​day.​ ​Same​​day​​move​
​ups are accepted.​

​●​ ​The​​results​​will​ ​be​​displayed​​on​​site​​as​​soon​​as​​possible​​after​​the​​end​​of​​the​​events,​ ​published​​in​​the​
​Next Pup application and available on Google Drive. A link will be shared with you.​

​●​ ​The ribbons will be available on a self-service basis.​
​●​ ​Title ribbons will be prepared. You must fill out the form.​

​CLEANLINESS POLICY​
​●​ ​You must bring clean shoes and change them before entering the room.​
​●​ ​Soiled shoes or boots must be left outside the room.​
​●​ ​An​ ​'OOPS'​ ​fee​​of​​$10​​per​​incident​​will​​automatically​​be​​billed​​to​​the​​account​​of​​the​​owner​​of​​a​​dog​​who​

​urinates, marks, defecates, vomits or bleeds in the room.​
​●​ ​It is forbidden to consume food, gum or drinks (other than water) in the room.​
​●​ ​Please​​empty​​the​​remainder​​of​​your​​dog's​​water​​bowl​​into​​the​​water​​bowl,​​sinks,​​toilets​​or​​outside​​the​

​building and please do not pour it onto the agility room mat.​
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
