ELIGIBILITY

weeks for the RPT) and must have a CDDA identity card.
Junior handlers must also have an CDDA ID number.

REGISTRATION, FEES & PAYMENTS

Competitors, through the submission of entry, acknowledge that they know the CDDA rules.
Entries are limited. We reserve the right to refuse any entry.

Registrations open 1 month before the first day of the event.

Registrations close the Monday before the event or when the limit is reached.

For Exhibition Only (FEO) entries accepted.

The classes cost $18+tx, RPT classes cost $14,20+tx before the closing date.

It will be possible to register after the closing date or on site, if there is still room. The cost for late
entries will be $23+tx.
